Dangerous Dog Act: (sample of new law)

1. Eliminates from the definition of a "dangerous dtigg exclusion of a dog on its own property. Thaeeyour dog could be
deemed dangerous if it attacked someone trespassipgur property. A dog that is in its own yardttbehaves in a
threatening manner can be declared a dangerougriteg HB 2703.

2. Eliminates the words, "without justification” frothe definition of "dangerous dog." Therefore, eifdhe dog was justified in
his attack, he would still be deemed dangerous

3. By eliminating the exceptions a dog could be deetdatigerous” if it was protecting its property ovrer, protecting itself
from abuse, or responding to pain inflicted upam,Hais owner, or his offspring. Current law pro\ddedefense for a dog that
bites someone who is in the act of committing eneragainst its owner, is trespassing, or is asaguwtdog, its owner, or the
dog's offspring. HB 2703 removes all of those dsésn If you are being attacked, robbed or rapetlyaar dog bites your
attacker and causes multiple sutures, it is vicimer HB 2703.

The best way to help your pet from the effects fronallergies is to rid the substance from the bodyWhile this is not
always an option, nor do we always know the causbhswever it is recommended to seek advice from your
veterinarian. Conventional methods include treatmats such as antihistamine or shots, with side effexranging
from drowsiness to hyperactivity and can cause irtability and fatigue; these symptoms may lessen whittime.
Alternative Veterinarian may take a different approach using homeopathic, herbal remedies, nutrition rad
acupuncture, usually with fewer to no side effects.

Allergens can be caused from inhalants or can begested or absorb through the skin; although we canot exclude
genetics or immune deficiencies.

1. Inhalants may include: Mold, pollens, dust, fertilzers household cleaners, aerosols, cigarette smae
perfumes.

2. Ingestible may include: Food; more common, graingreservatives, eggs, dairy and yeast, as well astera
impurities.

3. Absorbents may include: Shampoo, flea and tick reglent, insect bites, detergents, cleaners, fabriofieners, and
medications which can include yearly vaccinations.

There are things we can do around the house to hefplieve the symptoms of allergies. A quality air prifier;
reducing airborne pathogens, rotate diet which camlecrease food sensitivity and build up in the bodyuse purified
bottled or filter water, use supplements to build he immune system and that conditions the skin ancbat. Switch to
a hypo allergenic non grain food consider a naturataw diet.

Apply acupressure, by using gentle finger pressuren the body to help restore balance, raise energyd elevate
symptoms. Acupressure supports the body allowing to stabilize and rebalance itself with no adverseffects.
Acupressure is bi-lateral and the points below shdd be applied to both sides of the body, using aglit touch, while
holding the acupoint.
